A Profile of the School Authority

Profile
LCS is a parent governed independent school serving parents and students from a wide variety of denominational
backgrounds.

LCS began operations in 1945 as a small elementary school in Woody Nook, County of Lacombe. In 1967 it
consolidated at its present site in Lacombe. The school now operates in two buildings, to accommodate increased
enrolments. LCS currently serves 354 students in K1 9, with 24 teaching staff members (F.T.E. 18.15). We have
373 students including our Playschool.

Students come to LCS from Lacombe and surrounding areas including Bentley, Alix, Clive and other parts of the Wolf
Creek School Division.

LCS offers the regular Ki 9 programs, following the guidelines of the Alberta Education curriculum. French is taught
in grades 6 1 9. In Junior High, students select three of the following complementary courses: Art, Foods, Digital
Video, Scale Modelling, Drama, Personal Fithess, Robotics and Music.

For students requiring specialized services, we access the following service providers:

1. Schultz Psychological Services.

2. Communication Options.

3. Learning Support Center - available on-going support for students with mild to moderate learning difficulties
in grades K - 9.

4. Early literacy program in place for students in K - Gr. 3.

5. Counselling - on-site counselor available for student needs.

6. Special Needs / PUF funding.

7. Central Alberta Regional Collaborative Service Delivery (SLP, OT, PT)

All staff members are certified by Alberta Education. The Society is also a member of Christian Schools
International, Association of Independent Schools and Colleges of Alberta and also Prairie Centre for Christian
Education. The Society is governed by a constitution and by-laws and is administered by a Board of Directors who
are elected for a three year term from the general membership. The Board has various standing committees such
as: Education, Transportation, Salary and Benefits, Maintenance and Finance.

Over the past four years, our students in grades six and nine have done well on PATs when compared to
the provincial average. However, our grade nine Math results, in the excellence standard, has dropped.
Designated staff will be addressing this.

We are seeing more students with mild to moderate and special needs enrolling in LCS.

We are seeing a greater need to create a flexible Resource Room Program. This continues to be
addressed in response to students' needs.

We are training our staff through In-Services to be more comfortable and aware of the technology around
them, i.e. Google docs.

All teachers utilize the Alberta Education publication, 'Making a Difference’, and CARC workshops.

We recognize the need as a distinctive school, to continually refine the manner in which we provide
Christian Education to our students. At present we require our staff to use the Teaching for Transformation
(Tft) model.

That a 39 year old bussing agreement with Wolf Creek is no longer funded by the Alberta Government. This
has become a major issue for our school.

The whole idea of private schools joining public school boards, (i.e. Red Deer and Edmonton Christian
Schools), and how it may affect us.

Increasing tuition costs and the problem this creates for some families. This is becoming more of an issue
each year. Our hope is to receive consistent, dependable and equitable funding.

In reviewing our PAT results, the Administration and teachers are taking a closer look at the Standard of
Excellence results.

Accessing Special Needs funding continues to be a concern. ie. Proving the student needs.

Meeting the needs of the increasing numbers of mild/moderate students.

Anot her challenge for the school surrounds the Al
iSafe and CaQurschpoliPpaltidipatingis a court challenge against Alberta Education over
parental rights and religious liberty. There has been a great amount of time, effort, and funds dedicated to
this issue. The data shows that LCS is ranked above the provincial average as a safe and caring school.
We strive to continue to remain above the provincial average. The safety and welfare of our students is the
priority of our parents and that is reflected in how we operate as a school. We hope and pray that Alberta
Education will come to recognize this, and that we will be able to work together for the future of our children.

Strategies

We have fallen below our target in this area. Our school has done very well academically and this is something we
plan to continue working on: ensuring our students have access to an excellent quality of education.

More specifically, we are planning several ways to ensure that our education is a quality education for all our
students, regardless of academic abilities:

- We continue to encourage Fine Arts for all our students. i.e. Plan for a Fine Arts Month, February 2019.

- Our Technical Support continues to train all teachers in the implementation and Google Docs.

- Where needed and appropriate, outside agencies have been consulted and resources have been brought in to
assist teachers in developing learning outcomes and strategies for those students who require special assistance,
including special apps.

- All teachers and Educational Assistants will be trained in the development and implementation of IPPs.

- All teachers are required to implement the strategies from the book, "Making a Difference", (meeting diverse needs
with differentiated instruction).

- Our Grade 6 students are now a part of our Junior High Complementary Courses. They can now sign up for three
of the following courses: Art |, Choir, Digital Media, Knitting and Scale Modeling.
